Go Bags also known as emergency kits or survival packe essential tools containin
life-saving supplies such as fiagt kits, emergency food and water, flashlights, batter]
communication tools, hygiene items, and basic personal protective equipnidrgse
items enable responders to operate independently during the crucial first 72 houry
disaster when access to resources may be limited or disrupted.
